Remember to try to hold your pencil with your ‘rabbit’s ears on your rabbit’s nose’.

Go on a ‘superhero sound hunt’ find things in your home, say what they are and see if you can say the initial sound, what is the first sound you hear?

Think about some of the letter sounds you know. Can you find them in superhero names and books in your house?
