Watch the stories on the school website and have a little look for books in your house, have any got farm animals in? can you tell the story from the pictures? What was your favourite part? Was it at the beginning, middle or end? 
	Physical Development

Can you move like a farm animal? You could trot like a pony, flap like a chicken, swim like a duck, have a go at thinking of your own animal moves to add, remember to use your arms too! 

Can you collect the eggs? Using anything you have at home- balls, socks, paper ovals, ask an adult to hide them around your home or outside, can you be a farmer and collect all the eggs? You may need to move quickly so the chickens do not see you, or tiptoe if they are asleep!  

Can you draw your own farm animals? You will need to use curved and straight lines; try to draw of every farm animal you can think of. 
Remember to try to hold your pencil with your ‘rabbit’s ears on your rabbit’s nose’.

	Literacy-Writing and Reading

Think about all the farm animals you know, what is the first sound that you hear when you say their name? say all the initial sounds you can hear to anything you may see on a farm. You could have a go at playing ‘farm eye spy’

Think about words that rhyme… can you think of three words that rhyme with pig?
