Use some playdough to make bread shapes and other farm items.


	Literacy-Writing and Reading

Draw and label some animals from the little red hen- what might the animals say?

On bug club, read ‘on the farm’ , ‘tut tut pup’ and ‘Moo! Cluck! Growl!’.

Make a pretend farm and make some signs for the animals. Talk about what they do, what they eat and what the different breeds are.

Data handling: find out what the people you speak to think their favourite animal is? Have a go at making a block chart.

Do some farm animal problem solving.

E.g. If there are 5 fields and 2 cows in each, how many cows is that?
Do some simple division.
E.g. Share out 12 cows between 3 fields. How many cows in each field?
