Can you draw your own wild animals? You will need to use curved and straight lines; try to draw any wild animals you can think of, do they have stripes? Lots of hair? How many legs? Sharp teeth? 
Remember to try to hold your pencil with your ‘rabbit’s ears on your rabbit’s nose’. 
You could use scissors to cut out your animals. 
Can you make some playdough animals?

Think about all the wild animals you know, what is the first sound that you hear when you say their name? Say all the initial sounds you can hear to anything you may see at a zoo. You could have a go at playing ‘Zoo eye spy’.
