Dear Parents,

I am writing to keep you up to date with current plans in school. As you will know, the Government have expected schools to begin to open for some year groups as well as continuing with having the children of key workers and vulnerable children in school. 

Reception children are returning to school on Monday 8th June and we have had roughly 50% of parents wishing to send their children back. Initially we had hoped to be able to welcome nursery children back too. However, we have risk assessed the school building and do not feel that this would be the right decision at this point in time. We are already using the nursery and reception classrooms for key worker groups and do not feel that other classrooms would be suitable for our nursery children. 

Therefore, we are welcoming Y1 children back on Thursday 11th June. We do not know yet how many parents of Y1 children will take us up on this offer. Children will be in groups of no more than 10 due to the size of our classrooms. We will be writing to Y1 parents separately. 

We have had a significant increase in key workers needing their children in school as well as offering places for vulnerable children. 

I apologise that we are not able to offer places to any other year groups at the moment, but we will keep you informed if anything changes. We have followed the Government and Local Authority’s guidance in ensuring Reception and Y1 have places offered before other year groups, and I have already explained why we cannot at this time have nursery back. 
Can I take this opportunity to thank you all once again for being so supportive and it has been lovely for staff to receive so many kind wishes from families. 
I do hope you are all keeping safe and well. We are so looking forward to when we can have our school full again with children and staff.
