Can you talk about the weather that you can see out of your window? 

Can you remember and sing any nursery rhymes with weather in? I hear thunder……
It’s raining its pouring …
Incy Wincy Spider…. 
Can you teach them to your family? Try to add actions and new ones of your own if you can. 

Watch and talk about the stories on the school website. Can you tell your teddy a story? Tell the story from the pictures. 

Teach your family the crocodile song- see if you can teach them the words and actions then think of some other actions you could add or change. The crocodile song

	Physical Development
Can you move like the weather? Floaty clouds, 
Crouch down and jump-up rain, long pointy arm sun rays? You could think of your own moves to do with your family. 

Make an obstacle course in your garden or in your home. See how quickly you can complete it.

Use buckets/bowls/bins to make targets. See if you can throw balls or bundled up socks into the targets. Change the distance you stand away from the targets.

Can you draw ‘the weather today?’ use curved and straight lines to draw clouds, rain, sun etc. 
Remember to try to hold your pencil with your ‘rabbit’s ears on your rabbit’s nose’.

Go on a ‘sound hunt’ find things in your home, say what they are and see if you can say the initial sound, what is the first sound you hear?

Think about some of the letter sounds you know. Can you find them in books in your house?

Make a weather calendar- can you draw the weather? What day is it? What day will it be tomorrow? You could teach your family the days of the week song.

You may want to show your family the speckled frogs song that we sing – 5 little speckled frogs
