Talk to them about the story. What was your favourite part? Why did you like it? Was it at the beginning, middle or end? Are there any parts of the story you did not like? After sharing your thoughts ask the same questions to the person you are talking to and see if you like/dislike the same or different things. 
Did you know that stories can be made into songs? Have a look at these, sing along and think of other songs you know with mini beasts in!

Now you have learned the song can you add your own dance moves and facial expressions too?
 
Can you move like a minibeast? Think of all the minibeasts you can, you could ‘wiggle like a worm’ ‘crawl like a ladybird then fly’ ‘slither like a snail’. Think of your own minibeast moves! 

Can you show your family how to squiggle while you wiggle? Using socks as your flappers move your arms up and down then side to side, remember to move both arms to the same side crossing over your body. Here is our favourite song to squiggle while you wiggle to We no speak americano (lyrics) - YouTube

Can you draw your own minibeasts? You will need to use curved and straight lines; try to draw of every minibeast you can think of. 
Remember to hold your pencil with your ‘rabbit’s ears on your rabbit’s nose’.

Make minibeasts from playdough or any modelling materials you have, squeeze, and roll the playdough to add legs, eyes and other minibeast features.

Think about some of the letter sounds you know. Can you find them in books in your house? 
You could go on YouTube, get an adult to type ‘Geraldine giraffe’ and the letter you know e.g. ‘Geraldine giraffe m’ https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Xh6Ux5D2D84
have a go at other letters too!  

Go on a ‘sound hunt’ find things in your home, say what they are and see if you can say the initial sound, what is the first sound you hear?

Look at pictures of minibeasts and draw your own, have a go at labelling your minibeast with an adult, try and say the first sound you hear ‘l’ legs, ‘w’ wings etc.  

Can you make up a minibeast story with your minibeast as the main character?

Have a go at playing games on phonics play, you could sing hickory dickory dock, visit the zoo or listen to the sound starters.

Remember to keep counting! Can you count numbers in order starting at 1, you could count your fingers or claps like we do at register time in nursery, what number can you count to? What is one more?
