	Year 5
	Can understand the main points from a series of spoken sentences. (Including questions) May require some repetition. 
	Can ask and answer simple questions on several topics. Start to express an opinion. 
	Can understand the main points from a short-written passage. Can use bilingual dictionaries. Uses phonic knowledge to find, understand and produce spoken and written words. 
	Can write two or three short sentences as a personal response. Uses materials for support. Shows some awareness of the use of regular verbs in the present tense. 

	Year 6 
	Can understand the main points and some detail from a short spoken passage. 
	Can take part in a simple conversation and can express simple opinions. 
	Can understand the main points and simple opinion of a longer written passage, e.g. letter, recipe, poem. Shows an understanding of using a bilingual dictionary. 
	Can write a short text attempting to use accurately nouns, adjectives and some commonly used and regular verb in the present tense on a familiar topic.
