1) Finding out about Collective Worship
· Tell me about Collective Worship at St George’s CE Primary School
In Collective Worship, prayers are read by Mrs Sixsmith or Mrs Watts. Sometimes the children do it. The children read from the prayer book. It’s good to see a mixture of teachers doing Collective Worship. We sing hymns and others songs.  We have learned about protective characteristics -gender, racism, maternity, ageism and that you shouldn’t be rude about them. We learn about religions, too. We hear Bible stories. 
· Tell me about Class Assemblies
In Class Assemblies, we sing a lot. We sing a mixture of songs. We read the Lost Words poetry book. We have a prayer book and a child reads from it. The teachers take turns to lead assemblies. We always sit nicely. We talk about safety, PANTs etc. The prayers are made up or teachers read them. We like Sing and Colours of Day. 
· We have Prayer Bags – they have teddies, candle (we light it) and a prayer spoon and a cross. We hold them and pray. Some classes use the buttons and ribbons to hold while we pray, too.
· Tell me about Church Services 
We go for Harvest, Christmas, Easter and the Year 6 Leavers’ Service. My favourite one is Christmas because I got to play a donkey. It feels tingly inside because we don’t normally do it. (DF) I like that we all sing together.  It’s different because it’s a different environment, not in a classroom but a big, big space. It can be a bit scary when there are a lot of people watching us perform. (TB) I like to see the stained-glass windows and the art work that other people have done. (AM)
· Tell me about the Bible Stories you have heard at school 
The children knew lots of stories: Jesus calms the storm; Jesus calls his Disciples; The Good Samaritan; The Christmas Story (Mary’s Journeys, The 3 Wise Men); The Creation Story, Adam and Eve, Noah’s Ark, The Easter Story (including The Last Supper); Feeding the 5000, Joseph’s Coat; David and Goliath; Jesus and the Leper; Jesus and the Tax Collector; Daniels and the Lion’s Den; The Parable of the 100 Sheep
